activities in 2022

THE MANAGEMENT BOARD

Having regard to the European Border and Coast Guard Regulation', in particular Article 100(5) thereof,

Ireland’s participation in Frontex activities in 2022 will contribute to the achievement of operational
objectives and entails contributing experts to operations, workshops, trainings and meetings.

According to Article 1(1) of Management Board Decision No 03/2016% “[t]he UK and Ireland each submit
to the MB their respective annual requests, within two weeks after the adoption of the Frontex Annual
Work Programme or at the latest by 15 December of the year N-1”. For the avoidance of doubt, Article
124(3) of the European Border and Coast Guard Regulation now governs the position of the United
Kingdom.

Ireland submitted its annual request to participate in, and contribute financially to, Frontex activities
in 2022.

According to Article 1(3) of Management Board Decision No 03/2016, by which “[t]he UK and Ireland
shall each cover their respective costs for participation in Frontex activities. This is considered as their
financial contribution to the activity”, the financial contribution of Ireland for its participation in
Frontex activities in 2022, as specified in the Annex, is estimated at EUR 328,800.

According to Article 3(1) of Management Board Decision No 03/2016, “[t]he MB votes on the annual
request as whole. However, as each activity is individually identified, members of the MB may oppose
to the participation in some or all of the activities in the annual request”.

According to Article 3(2) of Management Board Decision No 03/2016, “[t]he MB adopts annual and
additional requests for participation by absolute majority of its members with a right to vote and by
written procedure”.

According to Article 10(1) of the Rules of Procedure of the Management Board3, decisions of the
Management Board may be taken by written procedure on a proposal from the Chairperson, in

(8) On 7 March 2022 the Management Board was invited by the Chairperson to take a decision on Ireland’s
participation in Frontex activities in 2022.

(9) No objections to the participation of Ireland in Frontex activities in 2022 have been received by Frontex,

which has been considered as tacit approval of the request and the fulfilment of the absolute majority
voting required as provided in Article 105(1) of the European Border and Coast Guard Regulation.
